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Helicopter Activation Description

A guideline to assist EMS personnel in making the decision to call for helicopter support. When in question, Medical Control should be contacted
Trauma patients with any of the following physiologic derangements may benefit from helicopter transport and the helicopter may be called as a standing order. 

Indications:

1) Unconscious/ unresponsive
2) GCS<12
3) Systolic B.P.<90 with signs/symptoms of shock
4) Consistent respiratory rate<10 or >29

5) Severe respiratory distress with O2 saturation <90% on room air
6) Paralysis with unstable vital signs
7) Severe burns BSA>30% Adults >20% Pediatric
8) Amputation of limb (not to include digits)
9) Flail chest with airway compromise

10) GSW to the head, neck, chest, abdomen, or groin

11) Prolonged extrication 
12) Mass casualty

13) Unstable medical patients: Contact Medical Control
Procedure:
A. Perform primary survey and address life threats

B. Perform a full set of vital signs

C. Begin transport to closest hospital if patient is accessible

D. Arrange helicopter intercept without delaying transport
E. Contact Day Kimball Hospital Medical Control if the helicopter will be landing on hospital grounds
Day Kimball Medical Control may direct cancellation of the helicopter at anytime
