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THE FINAL DEADLINE FOR WIDEBAND OPERATIONS IS JANUARY 1, 2013��- Narrowbanding does not require moving to another frequency band.�- It merely involves reducing the bandwidth of the channel(s) you are currently licensed on.�- Most radios purchased in the last 7 to 9 years are already narrowband capable.  They only need to be re-tuned.�-Converting to digital is not required.�The year 2013 may seem a long way off, but it is better to plan early and chart a path to a narrow-band future


We strongly urge departments to have their UHF and VHF mobiles and portables checked for compatibility by your radio vendor.  If you would like us to research a particular model radio for you in advance to see if it can be narrowbanded or needs to be replaced, please email us an inventory of your radios including the make and model number of the unit(s).  We will also come to your station and work with you to reprogram any Motorola UHF HT-1250 portables and CDM-1250 mobiles that you have.   QVEC will assist our departments in whatever way we can to assure as smooth a transition to narrowbanding as possible.


The following models are Motorola radios that may still be in service that are NOT narrowband capable and will need to be replaced:


Portables:  P100, SP50, P110, GP300, GP350, HT500, MT1000, HT50, P200, P50, P50+, CP100�Mobiles:  GM300, M120, M100, M206, M214, M216, Maxtrac, Maratrac, SM50, SM120, Spectra Conventional, Mostar


Most Pyramid vehicular cross band repeaters that have been in service for more than 7 years (such as the SVR-200) will also need to be narrow banded.  These units may need to be sent out for service.


When we are confident that all of our department’s radios have been narrowbanded, then we will convert our own base stations.  Our desired timeline to narrowband our base stations is January 31, 2012.  This will give us enough time to evaluate signal strength and catch any units that may have slipped through the cracks.  If your choose to use your radio vendor to complete the narrowbanding please notify QV that your department’s radios are complete.


Ambulance med radios and our med base stations will be done last.


LOW BAND RADIOS DO NOT NEED TO BE NARROWBANDED.


When having radios programmed, please remember have your vendor add the STOCS frequencies.
